Dear Friends

We want to invite you to two city-wide gatherings coming up in the next few weeks.
There is an all night Prayer Vigil starting at Bristol Cathedral, on 23 May at 7pm and a gathering at College Green for Pentecost on June 8th, from 1pm to 6pm.

These follow on from the Pentecost gatherings of about 5,000 people at Ashton Gate stadium in 2012 and the Party in the Park at Castle Park in 2013.

Come and be inspired by this year's theme of “Voices and Vision”! Hear stories of what God is already doing across the city and region, and where He is leading us in the future.

The Vigil starts at Bristol Cathedral, College Green, from 7pm to 9pm, followed by a procession to St Stephen's church, the parish church for the city of Bristol, in St Stephen's Avenue, BS1 1EQ. The vigil will continue there from 10pm to 6am.

We will hear from and pray for our church leaders and various denominations, as well as for regions of the city and all the spheres of life (Sport, Health, Education and Young People, Politics and Social Action, Family, Arts, Media, Business and Workplace).

The Pentecost gathering on College Green starts at 1pm with your own picnics and carries on until 6pm, with Voices and Vision on the centre stage and Evensong in the Cathedral. There are also children's games, a bouncy castle, sports, creative arts, exhibitions, a prayer tent, a youth zone and so much more...
