It seems a long way but, in company, it passes
easily!.

You may join the pilgrimage at any point along the route (if
you intend to do this, it would be helpful if you could e-mail us a
day or two before to let us know where you intend to meet us so
that we can look out for you. It would also help to have your
mobile number so that we can contact you should we miss each
other).

Some may prefer to organise their own pilgrimage route with
appropriate prayer stations and join other pilgrims at Aust
Church (or the Boars Head).

If walking do wear hiking boots or stout walking shoes and
don’t forget to bring a picnic lunch.

If you are unable to walk you are most welcome to join
pilgrims for the service in Aust Church.
